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Shame or Glory?
SYNOPSIS

As we approach this final chapter, consider the big picture of Isaiah’s 
message to God’s people. What did he want the people to understand… 

about sin and repentance, about God’s wrath and lovingkindness, about living in 
tragic times and standing firm to the end, about loss and reward?

QUESTIONS

  1 Observe Isaiah 66:1-24, marking key words including references to listening, 
the nations, and servants. Also mark time phrases and geographical locations 
and note any contrasts in the text.

  2. Think about God’s question in verse 1. Why does He ask this?

  3. Note the contrast between the humble man in verse 2 and those described in 
verses 3-6. List what you learn about each.

  4. How will God deal with this group in verses 3-6? Again, list what you learn. 
Don’t miss a thing!

  5. What do verses 7-8 show you about the timing of the Day of the Lord? How 
quickly will God bring about these events?

  6. How is Jerusalem described? Who will find comfort there?

  7. What happens to God’s enemies at this time? Note who’s described as an 
enemy and relate this to Isaiah 65:3-5 and 66:3-6.

  8. What will God do among the nations? What will they see?

  9. The chapter ends with a glimpse of eternity. What is the fate of the righteous   
and the wicked? Compare this with 2 Thessalonians 1:6-10 and Revelation 
21:1-8.

10.	 What are the lessons for life from this chapter? Isaiah 66 shows two groups: 
those who tremble at His Word and those who have chosen their own ways. 
Which one describes you? What is your future?

11.	 Well done diligent student of the Word! You’ve tackled and now finished 
one of the Bible’s most challenging books – Isaiah. What will you do with all 
you’ve learned? Will you check it off your list or walk in its truths?
